WHO WE ARE: 

The Youth Today Tomorrow or Y.T.T. group are the young peopleôs management committee 

for the café. We make decisions about the café on behalf of young people who use it. 

We are some of the young people who volunteer our time to be part of the Y.T.T. group. 

Before the café opened we 

looked at designs for the café 

and suggested improvements. 

We also had a lot of input into 

the soft furnishings for the   

interior of the café. 

We have given radio            

interviews and presentations 

at events to raise the profile of 

Shipley Youth Café & our 

group. You may have heard 

us on Shipley Corner Radio?? 

We organized and ran 

the launch event for the 

official opening of the 

Café. We had over 70 

adults & 65 young peo-

ple come to the launch 

event. We showed everyone 

round the café, did a         

presentation and officially 

launched the café with the 

Lord Mayor. It was a very   

successful event and 

everybody was very    

impressed with the café 

and the work that we had 

done. 

After all our 

hard work 

we thought 

that we    

deserved a 

treat so we 

planned and 

fundraised 

so that a 

group of us 

could go to 

Lightwater Valley where we 

had a fab day out. The sun 

was even shiningðwhat more 

could we have asked for?? 

Since then we have been 

working on setting up  a      

recruitment system and some 

training for new young        

volunteers in the café and  

organizing an art competition 

and party. So if youôre not   

doing anything on Monday 

evenings 

then come 

along and 

join in the 

fun!! 

We have been meeting as a 

group now for over a year and 

during this time have done 

loads to support the            

development of the Shipley 

Youth Café and to make sure 

that young peopleôs voices 

remain central to it. 

First of all we came up with a 

name for our group: The 

Youth Today Tomorrow or 

Y.T.T. group. We then de-

signed a logo for 

our group which 

you may have 

seen on the 

hoodies and t-

shirts we de-

signed. 

We have raised £145,000   

towards the cost of              

developing 

the café by 

applying to 

the Youth 

Opportunities 

& Youth 

Capital Fund.
